Henry, a new father, works 6 long days a week at the lumber yard.  He and his wife, 
Ellen, were forced to move out of their home when their baby was born. 

 
The house was just too dangerous with natural gas leaks, constant elec-
trical problems from a 1930’s era fuse box and wiring, a crumbling 
foundation, and no running water; so they moved into the living room 
of a tiny apartment with Henry’s mother, step-father, and brother, while 
they attempted to repair their home’s numerous safety hazards...then the 
landlord said they would have to leave - too many people for the space. 
 
Henry was extremely grateful when we helped with the repairs, but the 
part that surprised him most was WHO sponsored the repairs.  He was amazed that 
Good Neighbors was not a government funded charity, but rather a ministry to work-
ing people supported by...working people!   
 
“I don’t know how, but I’m going to pay this back” Henry said.  “I am going to help 
somebody in the same situation that I’m in.”   
 
Note:  Henry and his family are still working on their home, but with the safety issues 
fixed, they were able to move back in. Henry has already started ‘giving-back’ to others by 
donating  both time and building materials!
